Mitjancant
I’exemple dels segells que ja han estat introduits farem visible les linies de connexié comercial
que unien els centres productors i els centres consumidors de la Mediterrania a I’antiguitat per
mostrar les linies de mobilitat tant de productes com dels seus envasos en un context més
global. Per aixo, es tindra en compte el lloc de troballa del segell i el lloc d’origen per mostrar
aquestes linies de connexio, aixi com el mes i I’any en qué van ser produides les amfores per
observar-ne el volum aproximat en funcié de la corba de distribucid.
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Abstract

This article aims to analyze the trade routes of wine and the mobility of amphorae from the
growing Greek amphora epigraphy database of the CEIPAC (Center for the Study of Provincial
Interdependence in Classical Antiquity) in order to to generate studies on mobility and
socioeconomical integration in the Mediterranean. From the epigraphic emptying of Greek
stamps and the introduction of these in the new database of the CEIPAC and the EPNet Project
of RomanOpenData, we intend to consolidate a support for the researcher that allows to
generate studies, in this case, on the networks in the food trade. Using the example of the stamps
that have already been introduced, we will make visible the lines of commercial connection
that linked the production centers with the consumer centers of the Mediterranean, to show the
mobility lines of both products and their packaging in a more global context. Therefore, the
location of the stamp and the place of origin will be taken into account to show these connecting
lines, as well as the month and year in which the amphorae were produced to observe the
approximate volume depending on the distribution curve.
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
